The Pride of Africa departs from Platform 23 at Cape Town Station.

The train reaches Worcester (223ms/732ft) in the Hex River Valley before climbing up the face of the
escarpment to Touws River (959m/3146ft). The broad valley hosts hundreds of grape-producing farms
- which yield most of South Africa’s export grape harvest - and accounts for a quarter of the national
wine production with close to 20 wine cooperatives and several brandy distilleries.

The train arrives at the first of four tunneis on the pass. The third tunnet is 13.5 kilometres long so
guests are to be careful when walking through the train and may wish to turn on necessary lights.

cars and railway carriages to the right of the Lord Milner Hotel.

The train departs Matjiesfontein and continues on overnight through the Karoo via Beaufort West
and De Aar towards Kimberley.
